e enrolled in Year 11, 12 or 13 and be 16 years of age

or turning 16 years of age in the current year of that
enrolment, and

¢ undertaking SACE or equivalent and,

* have completed a preparatory VET pathway - please
refer, VET for School Students Approved Evidence for
Completion of a Relevant VET Pathway Guide, (available
from your VET Coordinator)
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exits without completion, they will consume one of their course
entitflements.
